Our serious effort began almost four years ago wtismall grant from Sen. Little and the
willingness of Luc Aalmans to "dive" into the bréadImost immediately, it was apparent that the
problem was a huge one and would take much moreeodration than we thought. This year
brought that concentration. Through the successfidrts of Harry Robinson we completed a
campaign to take the challenge head-on. The Compalgd Adirondack Invasive Management
was hired and spent many weeks diving in the Lagedwng and placing mats to reduce the growth
of Milfoil. It is a three year program and at thedeof that time we intend to have controlled the
rampant spreading of the weed. That will mark the ef the first and vitally important step in this
process. Unfortunately, there will have to be ahmaaintenance efforts to keep Milfoil under
control. We know that and together with the Townoas partner we can and should be able to
contain the weed's growth in the future with a mlasker financial need. Stopping the introduction
of Milfoil into the Lake will be a requirement andost likely will start at the boat launch. | am
MOST proud of the accomplishments and progressave made this year thanks to all of you who
have participated in this huge effort, both as mtders and as donors. Without you....well, it sympl
would not have been possible.

Through all of this we have kept the website upléte due to Dave King. Public awareness has
never been as high as it is now.

Brant Lake Milfoil Control Program Accomplishment Joe Millinom

During the winter of 2008, an ambitious $250,00@rrLake Milfoil Control Program fundraising
campaign was kicked off by a subset of the BoarDioéctors of the Brant Lake Association. Since
that time, significant accomplishments have bealized. Dozens of volunteers have worked
tirelessly over the past several months to endiaevte win the “Milfoil Battle” on Brant Lake. The
success realized by the fundraising and commupicatams, have enabled our dedicated and
talented Milfoil Harvesting volunteers and our @sdional partners at AIM (Aquatic Invasive
Management) to make impressive progress with regam@moving and controlling the milfoil in
our beautiful lake. Despite the unseasonably egdther, both the volunteer team and the AIM
team worked until the middle of October.

In a recent conversation with Luc Aalmans, Chairroathe Milfoil Control Committee, he stated,
“as of October 18, we have attacked every identified milfoil bed amdhave every bed reasonably
under control, including the complete Big Rock arehich was one of my biggest concerns. As |
speak, our partners from AIM are attacking our léstge dense bed area, the area where last
weekend our volunteer team installed four matsar Mead’'s Beach | am extremely pleased with
our progress this year!”Luc was quick to credit the work that has been donso many volunteers
and he cited thatwithout the efforts of our milfoil harvesting, fuating, and communication
teams, the cost of winning the Milfoil Battle oraBr Lake would easily exceed $1 million dollars.”

The following summary represents highlights andoagalishments of the Brant Lake Milfoll
Control Program:



Milfoil Harvesting

Dozens of dedicated volunteers worked diligentihaod harvest 32 milfoil beds- 10 new
beds and 22 existing bed34 lakebottom mats were secured and strategically placedThis was
accomplished by our volunteer scuba diving foreg/akers, canoeists, and pontoon boat captains.

The AIM professional dive team and crew (8 diveliss @2 surface crew) completed 6 full
work weeks. Together, the AIM team and the volunteer milfoil havesting team removed over
5 tons of milfoil!

Together our dedicated volunteers and the AIM teare “attacked” every identified milfoil
bed, including the complete Big Rock area.

Volunteers constructed 34 mats, which resulteimsitlerable cost savings. Steel rods were
positioned in large commercial grade tarps, to tleddmats in position on the bottom of the lake.

An orientation for volunteer scuba divers was caneld on July 18. 3 new divers were
trained, which brings our total number of voluntdesers to 10.

Lake residents reported 10 new milfoil beds throtigémilfoil hotline (532-4454) or email.
The beds have been mapped through a GPS systehmaaadeen added to the database/web site -
http://www.brantlakemilfoil.org/maps/milfoilmap _Inghp - To date, we have documented and
mapped 32 milfoil beds.

Fundraising

Pledges from the Brant Lake Association Board ak8lbrs were solicited over the winter
months. The “upfront” donations from the Board wesed to purchase mat making materials and to
fund the 10 member professional scuba diving teachaew from Aquatic Invasive Management
(AIM) for 2 full weeks in the spring.

As of this date, we have received 179 pledges findividuals and 19 pledges from
businesses. 67% of the Brant Lake Association meshighas pledged their support. 50% of the
pledges have been credited to the Brant Lake Mi@ontrol Program account. The balance will be
collected in 2010 and 2011.

Grant proposals have been submitted to the Golumdation (Price Chopper), the Dake
Foundation (Stewart’s), and to the 2009 Water @uéinprovement Projects Program.

On Thursday, August 27, 11 members of our Assamationducted a Milfoil Phonathon
resulting in over $12,000 in pledges.

$4,400 was collected in pledges and the sale ofoMiFund raffle tickets at the End of
Season party.

Communications

A dedicated web site for the Brant Lake Milfoil Bram was launched in early spring. The
web site -www.brantlakemilfoil.org has dramatically improved our efforts to heightevareness
of this critical problem, solicit donations, andisib volunteers.

A Brant Lake Milfoil Control Program brochure wassigned, developed, and reproduced
with no administrative costs. The design and malibn costs were graciously donated by one of
our members.

In late June and through the month of July, overv8lunteers distributed the Milfoll
Program brochure through a door-to-door campaigBrant Lake. In addition the brochures were
placed in 34 commercial establishments in the gred&tant Lake community.

The Milfoil Battle Meeting was conducted at the Towf Horicon Community Center on
Saturday, July 11. Close to 100 members of ournconity attended the meeting and our goal of
enhancing awareness, recruiting volunteers, anersadring the need for financial commitment
was met.
